The òbrowó is the main ramp up to the 
Mackinaw. The quarterdeck is the area at the 

top of the brow. The little room with a win-

dow and door would be manned 24 hours a 

day by the security watch stander. Protocol 

says that a visitor stands to the right side of 

the brow and asks permission to come 

aboard. The ship-board host comes and es-

corts the visitor onto the ship.

The 

ship was working in Whitefish Bay as part of their 
domestic icebreaking mission in preparation for the 

March 25 re-opening of the Soo Locks.
